From the President 
Natalie McKee, 2010 Chapter President 

It is not very often seen in todayõs society that families have 5 or more children.  But a few 

generations ago, it wasnõt uncommon.  My mother, a Baby Boomer born in the 50s, is one of ten 

children.  My grandma had her first child when she was 20 and her last when she was 40.  

Momõs parents were Catholic and had about 1,000 acres of land to farm and graze dairy cattle, 

beef cattle, and chickens.  My grandpa would often say that he had to have 10 children in order 

to have enough help to run the farm.  As the children grew up, he always hoped that one of 

them would have aspirations of staying to run the farm.  It became a significant concern espe-

cially as the first seven children left home to pursue careers with no relation to agriculture.  But 

finally, child #10 went to the U of I for an agricultural degree and came back to work on the 

farm.  Grandpa then joked that he had to have 10 children in order get one to stay and run 

the farm.  Although the farm was his focus he became very thankful for those other 9 children 

as he got older.  They had gone on to become a doctor, a banker, a computer programmer, a 

surgical technologist, an engineer, an insurance agent, a bookkeeper, and independent business 

owners.  And those 9 children added 25 grandchildren.  He had a personal team of consultants 

for almost any aspect of his life, including the farm. 

 

I tell this story because my grandpaõs focus reminds me of how the board often approaches a 

project.  Our primary focus is to find chairs, i.e. farmers, for our great projects and provide guid-

ance.  But the chair cannot do these projects alone.  We need to look beyond the chairs, at the 

rest of the membership network to contribute their personal experiences, opinions, and effort in 

order to make our projects better and more successful each year.  I encourage each of you to 

remember the reason that you joined the Jaycees, our Creed, and the contributions that you can 

make. 

 

We are coming to the end of the first quarter with great momentum and success completing 

two management projects, three social events, and adding 7 new members to our roster.  We 

have three very large community projects coming up in the second quarter: Canathon, the Tulip 

5K Walk/Run, and Sandbox Days.
